Your conditional offer will be automatically confirmed if you meet subject-
specific Minimum Entry Requirements (MERs) for the course. If your ITE EAE
offer is confirmed after the release of the 2022 GCE results, you will not be
eligible to participate in the upcoming JIE or JAE.
